The Advent season is a
time to prepare our hearts and minds for the celebration
of the Lord’s birth.

The circle of the wreath, which has no beginning or end,
symbolizes the eternity of God.

The candles also have their own special significance. The
four candles represent the four weeks of Advent, and one
candle is lit each Sunday.

The first candle, which is purple, symbolizes hope. It is
sometimes called the “Prophecy Candle” in remembrance
of the prophets, especially Isaiah, who foretold the birth
of Christ. It represents the expectation felt in anticipation
of the coming Messiah.
