Fasting and Abstinence Rules:  
Ash Wednesday & Good Friday are mandatory 
days of fasting for Catholics within the age 
range of 18 through 59.   
 

Minimum requirements for fasting: 
One full meal is permitted.  Two smaller  
meals are also permitted but these smaller  
meals should not add up to a full meal.   
Snacks between meals are not permitted. 
 

Water, coffee, and tea may be consumed 
throughout the day.  People may engage in 
stricter forms of fasting if they choose but, for 
appropriate health reasons, people may be 
excused from fasting. 
 

Ash Wednesday, Good Friday, and all  
Fridays in Lent are days of abstinence.   
This means abstaining from eating meat. 
Seafood and eggs are permitted.  This rule 
applies to Catholics age 14 and over. 
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The Charter for the Protection of Children  
and Young People is a comprehensive set of  

procedures established in June 2002 by the  
USCCB for addressing allegations of sexual  

abuse of minors by Catholic clergy.   
 

The Charter also includes guidelines for  
reconciliation, healing, accountability, and 

 prevention of future acts of abuse.
